Important Information for Parents

T Grades are based on the Fall 2009 school year. Please enroll your child for the correct camp. Children may move up or down
one age group if necessary. Must be approved by Director of Camping, Conferences and Youth.

¥ PLEASE NOTE: Registrations begin at 3:00 p.m. on Sunday and camp ends at 10:00 a.m. on Saturday with TWO
