
DESCRIPTION: How do you see your leadership style? Do people react differently depending on 
how you approach them? Is there an optimum style for influencing others? How can you 
maintain a healthy leadership style in the face of conflict?  This brief course will attempt 
to assist lay leaders and pastors identify their leadership styles, identify the five 
functions of a team and their role on the team and plan for implementing healthy behaviors 
into their leadership style. Time will be spent discussing how to implement this healthy 
leadership style within their church context.
